Each student should strive to get the best preparation out of his or her time in high
school to be successful in the world of work, technical school or university.

Definitions

1. The School Year. The school year consists of two semesters or four quarters.

2, Unit of Credit. A unit of credit is the measure of school credit. Ordinarily, one
half unit of credit may be earned by completing the work in a subject each
grading period. The credit of each subject is published with the course
description.

3. Prerequisite. This refers to the requirements that must be met or courses that
must be completed before taking certain courses.

4. Required Subjects. Subjects which must be completed to qualify for a diploma.

5. Electives. Subjects which may be chosen by the student, considering interest,

aptitudes and future plans. May be any class above the minimum requirements.

Pre-Collegiate Course Requirements

Students who plan to enter college should strive for the maximum number of credits. Below are two phases for the
pre-collegiate admission requirements for Colorado’s four year colleges/universities. Students need to be aware
however, that some colleges/universities may have admissions requirements that go beyond the pre-collegiate
admissions requirements. Community colleges will continue to be open admissions; students planning to enroll in
these institutions are not subject to these admission standards.

CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT

Concurrent Enrollment Program
[open 9-12]

The State of Colorado provides several options for high school students who meet high school standards to begin
college early. The purpose of these options include promoting content standards and providing academic
challenges. Colorado Public four-year and two-year colleges/universities that have an approved Concurrent
Enrollment agreement with Platte Valley School District RE-7 may be an option.

High school students who are ready for college work in one or more subject areas with a completed plan of study
and ICAP (Individual Career and Academic Plan) are encouraged to enroll in college level work under the
Concurrent Enrollment Program. The plan of study and ICAP are created and maintained by the student on the
College in Colorado website. The school district will pay TUITION ONLY for up to 12 credit hours per year.
Students are responsible to pay the fees, book costs and any additional credit hour costs. The student and parent
must sign a promise to reimburse the district for the tuition paid if the student does not achieve a letter grade of C or
better in the class or does not complete the course. Concurrent Enrollment does not include course enrollments
during the summer session. Credits that are obtained through the college may also be applied toward high school
graduation requirements with approval.

Interested students must submit an application to the principal indicating their interest at least 60 days prior to the
beginning of the course work being requested. Applications are available in the counseling office.

If the school administration denies a student's request for Concurrent Enrollment, the student can appeal the
decision to the local school board. The appeal must be made within ten working days of the student receiving
written notification from the principal that his/her request has been denied.



College Course Options for Platte Valley High School Students

Platte Valley RE-7 will pay for 12 credits of tuition only, each year, for all students 9th- 12th grade.

Con-Current Enrollment: Any course that is taken on campus or on-line through Aims and UNC. Student must
meet all pre-requisites and register with the college. Student fees may vary depending on the course.

Career Academy: Career Academy is a form of Concurrent Enrollment as it provides students with the opportunity
to take college classes while still in high school and to receive dual credit. However, it differs from the Concurrent
Enrollment program in various ways. Career Academy students take outlined college courses in the participating
Career & Technical Education (CTE) programs which allows them to earn certificates. Students must provide their
own transportation to and from campus. The cost of tuition, fees, and course materials is paid for by the school
district, therefore the program is often described as a scholarship program.

Upon graduation from high school, students can continue with their college career ahead of others and/or begin
working at entry-level jobs in many of those fields.

NCAA Division I and II Academic Eligibility Requirements

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

AGRICULTURE EDUCATION
All students who enroll in Agriculture Education classes must be enrolled in 1.0 credit per school year.
All students enrolled in Agriculture Education classes will be FFA members.

Agriculture | open to 9-12 grades 1.0 credit

Course numbers-521A4 and 521B

This is an introductory course for students interested in agriculture and agriculture-related occupations. Students
will explore agriculture careers, study animals and crops, develop goals, be introduced to computerized agriculture,
develop shop safety attitude and shop skills in carpentry, arc welding, oxy-acetylene and some cold metal work. A
personal livestock, crop or work experience program will be developed and put into operation by each student.
Records will be kept by the student on their Supervised Agricultural Experience, including personal income and
expenses. Students will have to furnish their own protective clothing and safety glasses.

Agriculture 2 open to 9-11 grades 1.0 credit

Course numbers-5224 and 522B

[Prerequisite: Ag 1]

This is a course for students who want to continue their agriculture exploration and develop shop skills that can be
used for the rest of their lives. Students will continue their exploration into agriculture careers, but will also
develop personal goals, financial goals, develop management skills and continue to develop technical knowledge in
agriculture. Students will perfect their skills in arc welding, oxy-acetylene welding, and carpentry. More time will
be devoted to computerized agriculture. Students will still keep a Supervised Agricultural Experience and a record
book which will include all income and expenses of the student. Students will furnish their own protective clothing
and safety glasses.

Animal Science open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-531

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Animal Science will deal with the history and development of the livestock industry, livestock reproduction
systems, genetics, animal health and nutrition. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as
strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Ag Communications open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-532

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Ag communications will deal with current topics in the Agriculture Industry. Students will identify and practice
different types of communication within the Ag industry through social media, internet, video production and typed
publications. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised
Agricultural Experience.



Ag Business Management open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-533

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

The management and marketing of real life agriculture products will be the focus of the class. The student will
learn to manage a real life commodity as well as learn to market the products using various marketing techniques.
Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural

Experience.

Feeds and Nutrition open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-534

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and Animal Science]

Students will learn animal nutrient needs and feeding livestock of optimum growth. Rations will be balanced using
different methods including computer applications. Students will have the opportunity to chemically analyze feeds.
Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural
Experience.

Advanced Welding open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-535

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Students will have the opportunity to advance their skills from the beginning level using arc, oxy-acetylene, MIG,
and TIG applications. Students will be required to build a metal project. Students will continue progress in FFA
Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Livestock Selection open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-539

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Students will learn to select cattle, swine, sheep, horses and dairy cattle and evaluate carcasses and defend their
selection. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised
Agricultural Experience.

Project Construction open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-537

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Students will have the opportunity to build wood or metal projects at their own expense. Students will continue
progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Construction Trades open 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-518

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

This course will introduce the student to carpentry, plumbing, heating and air conditioning, electrician trades,
welding, and concrete trades. Information will include training options, work place conditions, and other related
information. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised
Agricultural Experience.



Floriculture open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-550

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

This class is designed to provide basic instruction in the techniques of floral design and merchandising.
Additionally students will learn about career possibilities in the floral design industry. Students will continue
progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Greenhouse Production open to 10-12 grades credit varies

Course number-543

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval. This course will be scheduled as an independent study.]
Students will learn plant propagation, integrated pest management skills and develop skills to successfully manage a
greenhouse by producing and raising bedding plants. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as
well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Greenhouse Management open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number -542

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval.]

Students will propagate and care for plants. Students will identify plants, pests and diseases in a greenhouse setting.
Learn to manage a greenhouse environment and understand the greenhouse industry economics, marketing and
careers available. Student will continue progress in FFA leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised
Agriculture Experience.

Landscape Design and Management open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-555

[Prerequisite: Ag1, Ag2 and instructor approval]

This course will introduce students to the landscape design options and selection of plants, shrubs and trees for
landscapes. Students will also learn the management and care of existing landscapes and installation of new
landscape materials. Students will continue to progress in FFA leadership skill development as well as
strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Small Gas Engines 1 open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-513

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

This is a class to learn how small gas engines operate and how to repair them. Students will have to have a Briggs
and Stratton small gas engine to work on during lab experiences. Students will have to pay for replacement parts
and repairs on their engines. Students will have to furnish their own approved eye protection. Students will
continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Agriculture Leadership open to 11-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-551

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Intense leadership training for public speaking, leadership of groups and organizations and leaning to perform on a
stage in front of public. Students will further develop their leadership skills through parliamentary procedure.
Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural

Experience.
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Aquiculture & Hydroponics open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-552

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

This course is designed to introduce students to Aquiculture and Hydroponics. Through this course each student
will work hands on with each system. Learning about water quality, and testing PH, nitrates and sodium levels.
Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural
Experience.

Natural Resource Management open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-556

[Prerequisite: Ag 1 and Ag 2]

This class is designed to prepare students for careers in the area of natural resource systems. Additionally students
will investigate conservation, ecological systems, preservation, and water. This course examines the management
of game and non-game wildlife species, fish, and aquaponics and their ecological needs as related to current
agricultural practices.

Ag Marketing open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-541

[Prerequisite: Ag 1, Ag 2 and instructor approval]

Ag Marketing will cover the fundamentals of agricultural marketing, including its management and planning,
Students will be introduced to the institutions, structures, and strategies that are important to marketing by
agribusinesses, and to the basic marketing functions of buying, selling, transportation, storage, financing,
standardization, and pricing. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills and well as strengthening
their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

Agriculture Leadership Career Development open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-557

[Prerequisite: Ag 1 and instructor approval]

Students will have the opportunity to research an agriculture leadership activity for presentation and competition.
Students will have the opportunity to develop individual or group presentations to be performed at local community
activities, Students must document 30 hours of preparation time, attend a preliminary or district contest, attend a
state level contest and give a minimum of 5 community performances. Students will also be required to maintain
current Supervised Agriculture Experience records for the class. Possible presentations; Agriculture Issues,
Agriculture Marketing, Ag Sales, Parliamentary Procedure, Job Interview, or public speaking. This class will only
be offered as a zero hour option, times to be determined, or as an independent study.

Ag Occupations open to 11-12 grades credit varies

[Prerequisite: 11th and 12th grade students having completed 2 years of vocational ag, and permission of
instructor]

This class is provided for junior and senior students who have a true interest in on the job training. Records on
work experience and hours worked will be turned in weekly. This can be a one, two or three credit class. Credits
are determined by the amount of time a student is working during school time and on total hours worked per
week. Students will be required to submit pay stubs. Students will continue progress in FFA Leadership skills as
well as strengthening their Supervised Agricultural Experience.

ART

Drawing and Painting | open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-817

This course explores elements and principles of design through a variety of two-dimensional art media, such as
drawing, painting, and printmaking. Exploration of two-dimensional art throughout history will also take place.

Drawing and Painting 2 open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-818

{Prerequisite: Drawing and Painting 1/Two Dimensional Art 1]

This course further explores elements and principles of design through a variety of two-dimensional art media, such
as drawing, painting, and printmaking. Exploration of two-dimensional art throughout history will also take place.

Pottery and Sculpture 1 open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-819

This course explores elements and principles of design through a variety of three-dimensional art media, such as
pottery, found objects, papier mache, and wire sculpture. Exploration of three-dimensional art throughout history
will also take place.

Pottery and Sculpture 2 open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-820

[Prerequisite: Ceramics 1/Three-Dimensional Art 1]

This course further explores elements and principles of design through a variety of three-dimensional art media,
such as pottery, found objects, papier mache, and wire sculpture. Exploration of three-dimensional art throughout
history will also take place.

Advanced Art open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-802

[Prerequisite: Ceramics 1 and 2/ Three Dimensional Art 1 and 2, and/or Drawing and Painting 1 and 2/Two
Dimensional Art 1 and 2, Instructor approval.]

This course will concentrate on creative problem solving as applied to issues, themes and ideas in art, history, and
contemporary times. Learners concentrating in many different media will explore solutions together. Portfolio
enhancement and the In-Depth Study of an area of personal interest will be the major outcomes of this course.

Art History open 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-810

This course will concentrate on the history of art and image-making from prehistoric times to the present age.
Emphasis will be placed on research and critical thinking and analysis. Projects will be created in a variety of art
mediums.

AUTONOMOUS LEARNING

Autonomous Learning open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-945

[Instructor approval]

This course is recommended for those identified as Gifted and Talented, although the course is open to anyone, with
instructor approval. This course is recommended for students with high ability, intelligence, or creative ability,
which may or may not be defined by grades. In this class, you will study components of intelligence, your own
strengths, traits, and learning styles, the traits of eminent people, and you will be conducting an in-depth study in an
area of passion.

BUSINESS (GENERAL)

Word Processing open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-619

Develop your keyboarding, formatting and word processing skills using Microsoft Word and an internet based
keyboarding and data entry program. You will use Microsoft Word to create, format and edit business letters,
reports and tables and business communications. You will build and reinforce your document processing skills by
focusing on proofreading, speed, and accuracy.

Beginning Office Applications - Aims Community College (CIS 118-Intro to PC Applications)
open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-641

Introduces computer concepts and components, as well as application suite software and the Internet. Includes
descriptions of and hands-on experiences with word processing, spreadsheets, databases, operating environments
and other common PC application packages. This course may be taken for concurrent enrollment credit
through Aims.

Advanced Office Applications open to grades 9-12 .5 credit
Course number-642

[Prerequisite: Beginning Office Applications]

This course is a continuation of Beginning Office Applications.

Accounting | open to grades 9-12 1.0 credit

Course numbers-607A and 607B

The language of business is accounting! Whether you plan to own your own business in the future, to work in the
business world, knowledge of accounting concepts is a necessity. By the end of the semester you will know how to
operate a basic accounting system, financial reports and analyze the information on those reports through an online
accounting program.

Accounting 2 open to grades 9-12 1.0 credit

Course numbers-6084 and 608B

[Prerequisite: Accounting 1]

Presents the basic elements and concepts of accounting, with emphasis on the procedures used for maintaining
journals, ledgers, and other related records, and for the completion of end-of-period reports for small service and
merchandising businesses.

Personal Finance and Investments open to 9-12 grades 1.0 credit

Course numbers-647A4 and 647B

Students will learn how to obtain a job, manage a personal budget, acquire insurance, invest in the stock market,
and compete in a class-wide on-line stock market simulation.

Business Communication open to 9-12 grades 1.0 credit

Course numbers-6234 and 623B

You will learn what business people expect from you as you communicate through written documents (various types
of letters, memos, newsletters, letterheads, and flyers), the telephone, email, and in person. Additional units such as
business meeting dining etiquette, creating a resume, and interviewing techniques will also be included.

Business Law open to 9-12 grades 1.0 credit

Course numbers-6404 and 640B

Explore the foundations of our legal system by enrolling in Business Law. We will learn the difference between tort
law and criminal law and find out how a contract works. Explore property and cyber law basics and even learn a
little about Colorado water law. This rigorous course is recommended for college-bound students.

Business Cooperative Work Experience open 10-12 grades credit varies

[Prerequisite: Instructor Approval]

Students will be provided an opportunity to bridge school and work with a supervised work experience that will
result in a student earning credit at Platte Valley High School. Students will receive on the-job training from the
employer that will make him/her a more valuable employee providing practical education and experiences that
enhances classroom learning. Students are required to find their own place of employment.

Business and Office Technology open 10-11 grades .5 credit

Course number 610

This hands-on course will prepare students to be able to complete jobs in the BOSS program.

This course reviews the technical and creative skills of a professional designer. It will cover (but not limited to)
communicating visually through graphic design, technical skills in Microsoft Office & Adobe Suite and other
machine specific software, operating and maintaining business technology equipment (engraver, vinyl cutter, heat
press, copy machine, printers, etc.), utilizing vector images for engraving and vinyl cutting, basic principles of
graphic design (repetition, proximity, contrast, alignment, etc.), elements of graphic design (color, typography,
images, etc.), design elements for clients such as a nonprofit organization, a small business, or a school club
(identity design, logo, business card, t-shirts, etc.).

Business and Office Student Services (BOSS) 12th grade only 2.0 credit

Course number 6114, 611B, 611C, and 611D

[Prerequisite: Instructors Approval through Application Process]

Students must register their junior year and complete the application process to qualify for admittance into the
BOSS program. Students are selected for a position (Office Manager, Administrative Assistant, Accountant,
Account Manager, and Technology Director) within the BOSS program and work with customers to design
documents such as business cards, flyers, greeting card, notepads, carbon copy forms, etc. Students will learn and
create orders using specific software (Microsoft Office Suite, Adobe Suite, and specific machine software) operate
machines (sublimation printer, heat-press, laser engraver, vinyl cutter, etc.), while displaying professionalism. The
profits of the business are divided among the students at the end of the year (based on amount of hours worked).

Principles of Finance open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-674

[Prerequisite: Principles of Business & Business Economics]

Principles of Finance furthers student understanding of two specific business activities - accounting and finance -
that were introduced in an earlier High School of Businessyy, course, Principles of Business. Through multiple
projects, students make connections between accounting, with an emphasis on cash flow, and finance, with an
emphasis on decision-making. Students acquire an understanding of financial statements, calculate financial ratios,
and make business decisions based on their interpretation of those financial statements and ratios. In addition,
students determine business-financing options, as well as develop an appreciation for types of financial service
providers and financial markets. Decision matrices are employed to aid in financial planning.

Business Strategies - Aims Community College (MAR 216)
open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-675

[Prerequisite: Principles of Business, Business Economics, Principles of Marketing, Principles of
Management, Principles of Finance]

Business Strategies serves as the capstone course for the High School of Businessyy, program. Students employ
their decision matrices to finalize marketing, financial, and management plans developed previously, incorporating
them into a business plan for a non-profit organization. The non-profit venture is actualized during the course,
requiring students to engage in risk assessment, strategic planning, and performance assessment.

Upon completion of all six High School of Business;,, courses students may be awarded credit at the
University of Northern Colorado, Monfort School of Business.

COMPUTER

Operating Systems & Information Technology open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-350

Students will learn the systems based approach for problem solving to find systems have SUCCESS. Students will
learn the skills necessary to manage and control the operating systems and learn how to build their own computer
system. Students will learn computer math, logic and digital circuits. Students will also work cooperatively to
build and program Robots to accomplish several tasks and competitions. Focus will be on skills and fundamentals
necessary for efficient computer use as well as develop and manage their own system project outlining to parts of
SUCCESS.

Web Publishing open to 9-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-353

[Prerequisite: Successful completion of Operating Systems]

Web Publishing focuses on using basic HTMLS5 and other web design tools in which students will create and
publish web pages to the Internet. A variety of tools and techniques will be used including CSS, XHTML, Java
Scripting, FLASH, links, frames, tables, databases, graphics, animated graphics, forms, sound, video, multimedia,
organization, design, and much more. We will also discuss and begin Dynamic Web Pages and Applications.
Accomplished students will develop their own website and a school based project.

Advanced Web Publishing open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-357

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems and Web Publishing or Instructor’s Approval]

Advanced Web Publishing is an Independent Study Class arranged with the instructor. This class focuses on
creating and maintaining Dynamic Content Web Pages with Server Components. The second part to the class is
learning to maintain a remotely hosted web site for nine weeks. Students are encouraged to build web sites for
companies and work with a client. If the student can’t find a client with the instructor’s approval then a web site
will be assigned by the instructor.
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Webmaster open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-363

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems and Web Publishing or Instructor’s Approval]

The Webmaster course is designed for students wishing to pursue a career in Website Management or Information
Technology. Webmasters have a foundation in Database development, management, and design. Information
technologists have strong backgrounds in this field and find it helpful to manage staff and information for large and
small companies and organizations. See the instructor if you are interested in this information technology field.

Computer Aided Design: CAD 1 open to 11-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-553

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems, Formal Geometry or Higher AND Instructor’s Approval]

This class is designed for a highly motivated student to pursue a degree in Physical material design like
Architecture, Engineering, Industrial Fabrication, and more. The classes focus on Perspective drawings,
Orthographic views, and Hands-On models as well as learn how to draw two-dimension and three-dimension
drawings. Students will focus on reading plans and developing technical communication skills. Students may earn
certification credit and must speak with the instructor prior to the course for paperwork and approval.

Computer Aided Design: CAD 2 open to 11-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-554

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems, Formal Geometry or Higher AND Instructor’s Approval]

Computer Aided Design 2 is designed for a highly motivated student to pursue a degree in Physical material design
like Architecture, Engineering, Industrial Fabrication, and more. This class’s focus is on rapid prototyping design
and modeling. The student will develop a project appropriate to their skills and desires which are approved by the
instructor and machined in the lab for final product evaluation. Students may earn certification credit and must
speak with the instructor prior to the course for paperwork and approval.

Desktop Publishing: Production and Multimedia  open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-366

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems or Instructor’s Approval]

Media’s pervasive nature and the Digital Phenomenon make this class any media thrillers dream. Multimedia
touches virtually every aspect of our lives from mp3players, media recorders and generators. Students will work
with Adobe Video Products - Flash Premier, After Effects and 3D Animation Blender This class focuses on the
original creation of Multimedia projects. Students will learn the general principles of design and multimedia
software components and formats as well as media standards and compliance. Ethics and Copyright are the highest
priority of any development and must be included in all projects. Students will choose a multimedia project and
present the process and project as an evaluation of skills learned. All projects are subject to the instructor’s
approval.

Desktop Publishing: Publications & Photography open to 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-367

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems or Instructor’s Approval]

Many companies have information directors and are looking for employees with creative and presentation skills.
Publications and Photography teach software for publication production like Adobe In-Design, Adobe Acrobat,
Adobe Photoshop, Adobe Illustrator in which students will create printed and electronic media. Instruction will be
provided on the Principles of design, production etiquette, layout, and Photography as well as vector graphic
concepts. The focus will be on student’s projects for a professional course portfolio and presentation on the skills
the student learned during the class. The topics are chosen by the student and approved by the instructor, if a
student cannot find an approved topic a topic will be assigned by the instructor.

Adv. Desktop Publishing: Production & Publication opento 10-12 grades .5 credit

Course number-360

[Prerequisite: Operating Systems, Desktop Publishing AND Instructor’s Approval]

Advanced Desktop Publishing is a extension of Desktop Publishing. Students will choose a project with an
Individual Learning Plan including a Calendar and Grading Rubric. The project must have a final presentation on
the process and project as an evaluation of skills learned. All projects are subject to the instructor’s approval.
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
